New York City gallery Fort Gansevoort opens a new location in L.A. with his show by New York-based 

artist and author Christopher Myers. The pieces on display are all textile and sculptural works, many of 

them inspired by a 15 year project that found Myers visiting juvenile detention facilities around the 

country to meet with incarcerated young people. 
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
